WPC Response to West Suffolk Local Plan (Cllr. NA brought forward agenda item 5)
DR had circulated the PC’s previous response to the West Suffolk Local Plan (December 2020) ahead of the meeting. At the July 6th PC meeting attended by Cllr. David Roach, portfolio holder for planning, it had been made clear that as Whepstead is a Type B village, the council would not allocate development sites here, only infill within the settlement boundary would be acceptable. In the light of this, it was proposed by Cllr. GM and seconded by Cllr. AW that DR submit our previous response, indicating that the views of the Parish Council have not changed. In the December 2020 response, the PC made clear that while it welcomed the idea of some infill or a small development, it would prefer this to be of modestly sized and priced homes, ideally built to attract young families with a local connection to the village. And to comply with Climate Change objectives, it would prefer these to be eco-friendly and carbon neutral. The PC felt that its current settlement boundary did not need reviewing.

Councillors had no objection to the plans to build a wall and gates on the western boundary of Nunwick Farm.
